Gargzdy miesto centro vieSyjy erdviy atnaujinimo projektas skirtas sukurti patrauklig, funkcionalig ir
kultariSkai reikSmingg miesto erdve, kuri stiprinty bendruomeneés rys§j ir puoseléty lietuviskg tapatybe.
Projektas apima pagrindines miesto vieSgsias erdves — Savivaldybés aikste, Rinkos aikste, skverg
prie Minijos gatvés ir daugiabuciy kiemus — sujungiant jas j vientisg urbanistine asj, kuri skatina
judéjima, poilsj ir kultdrine veikla.

Vienas i§ svarbiausiy projekto akcenty yra tautinis rastas, stilizuotas grindinyje, kuris jungia
Savivaldybés ir Rinkos aikstes. Sis tradicinis geometrinis ornamentas ne tik papuo$ia vieasias
erdves, bet ir veikia kaip simbolinis rySys tarp miesto istorijos ir Siuolaikinés kultdiros, stiprinantis
vietos identiteta.

Savivaldybés aikstéje iSsaugomi visi brandis medziai, papildomai sodinamos liepy eilés, kurios
sukuria natdraly pavés;j ir garso barjerg nuo triukSmo. Aikstéje jrengtas dviejy zony fontanas —
reprezentaciné dalis tampa vizualiniu centru, o interaktyvi zona skirta jvairaus amziaus lankytojams,
skatindama bendruomeneés jsitraukimg.

Rinkos aik&téje esanti pésciyjy promenada, puosta tautinio rasto grindiniu, jungia svarbiausias erdves
ir apjuosia Gargzdy muzikos mokykla, kuri veikia kaip erdvés organizatorius. Cia numatyta pakelta,
pavésinga pieva poilsiui, Nepriklausomybés gzuolas — kaip simbolinis ir ekologinis akcentas — bei
multifunkciniai paviljonai. Paviljonai, jkvépti tradiciniy Siaudiniy sody struktdry ir pagaminti i mediniy
konstrukcijy, yra pritaikyti jvairioms bendruomeneés veikloms, edukacijai ir laikinoms prekybos vietoms,
harmoningai jsiliejant j aplinka.

Skveras prie Minijos gatveés iSlaiko naturaly charakterj, su vingiuotais takais, Zeldynais ir reljefo
elementais, skatinanciais poilsj ir gamtos pazinimg miesto centre.



URBAN HARMONY

Architectural project description



This project aims to create a cohesive urban space in the heart of GargzZdai, connecting the
Municipality Square, Market Square, adjacent courtyards, and the park by Minijos Street. The design
emphasizes functionality, accessibility, and the integration of natural elements to enhance the quality
of public spaces and foster community engagement.

A key feature of the project is the continuous urban axis that links the main squares and green areas,
offering varied experiences - from lively, representative plazas to calm, nature-inspired rest zones.
The landscape design thoughtfully incorporates the existing terrain, water features, and climate-
adapted plants to create a pleasant microclimate and support local biodiversity.

A central cultural element is the stylized Lithuanian folk ornament embedded in the pavement, which
symbolically connects the past with modern architecture. This unigue patterned pavement runs
through both the Municipality and Market Squares, reinforcing the project’s strong national identity.

The Municipality Square is designed as a multifunctional area balancing representativeness and
community use. It preserves mature trees, adds new ones for shade and noise reduction, and
features a renovated fountain divided into an interactive children’s zone and a formal, contemplative
space.

The Market Square features multifunctional pavilions inspired by traditional straw garden structures.
These lightweight wooden constructions serve as versatile community spaces for events, educational
activities, and seasonal markets, adapting easily to various needs while adding architectural interest.

Green zones are enriched with raised plant beds, diverse vegetation, and naturalistic layouts, creating
inviting environments for relaxation and socializing. The park by Minijos Street maintains a natural
character with winding paths and an inclined circular walkway echoing the fountain’s design.

Overall, the project harmoniously blends tradition and modernity, strengthening Gargzdai's urban core
and providing inclusive, attractive public spaces for residents and visitors alike.
