Aprasymas

Gargzdy savivaldybés ir Rinkos aikSCiy transformacijos projektas siekia subalansuoti
miesto istorinj paveldg su Siuolaikinés urbanistikos poreikiais. Architektlriné koncepcija
grindZiama pagarba esamai gamtinei aplinkai bei istorinei tapatybei — iSsaugomi
vertingiausi medziai tampa pagrindu kuriant zaligsias poilsio zonas, | kurias natdraliai
integruojami aktyvaus laisvalaikio elementai ir mazoji architektara.

Savivaldybés aiksté pertvarkoma j daugiafunkce vie$ajg erdve, kuri vienija reprezentacines
ir bendruomenés gyvenimo funkcijas. Cia planuojamas interaktyvus fontanas, kuris ne tik
atlieka estetine ir rekreacine funkcijg, bet ir tampa svarbiu miesto simboliu, ypac¢ Siltuoju
mety laiku. Erdvé papildoma meniniy instaliacijy vietomis ir sezoninémis kompozicijomis,
skatinanCiomis kultdring raiSkg bei stiprinaniomis bendruomenés rysj su erdve. Rinkos
aikstéje atgaivinama istoriné prekybiné funkcija — planuojama automobiliy stoveéjimo
aikStelé nugriauto pasto pastato vietoje, kuri pritaikoma jvairioms veikloms Svenciy ar
renginiy metu. Siaurinéje teritorijos dalyje i$naudojamas natiralus reljefas ir sukuriama
multifunkciné zona: tarp medziy jkomponuojama SiuolaikiSka aktyvaus laisvalaikio erdve ir
ergonomiskai suplanuota vaiky zaidimy aikstelé.

Judumo sprendimai orientuoti j aiskiy ir saugiy pésciyjy bei dviraciy trasy formavima, kurios
darniai jsilieja | bendrg miesto struktlrg. Automobiliy srautai nukreipiami aplinkinémis
gatvémis, o naujy stovéjimo viety skaiCius ribojamas, siekiant iSlaikyti vieSosios erdvés
patrauklumg. MaZoji architektlra pasizymi simboliniu ir interaktyviu pobtdZiu — iSsaugomas
.Nepriklausomybés gZuolas®, aikStés centre numatomas Balty simbolis, tapes
konceptualine kompozicijos asSimi.

Medziagiskumo sprendimai orientuoti j darnig istoriniy ir Siuolaikiniy elementy integracija.
ISrySkinami esami zeldiniai, o naujos zonos formuojamos naudojant atramines sieneles,
kurios padeda struktdrizuoti erdve ir palaiko estetinj reljefo vientisumg. ApSvietimas
integruojamas kaip funkcinis ir estetinj rySj kuriantis elementas — akcentuojami simboliniai
objektai ir uztikrinamas saugumas visose judéjimo erdvése.

Projektas grjstas aplinkosauginiu, socialiniu ir ekonominiu tvarumu: saugoma gamtiné
struktdra, skatinama bendruomenés veikla ir kultdriné raiSka, o daugiafunkciskai pritaikytos
erdvés leidzia efektyviai naudoti infrastruktiirg pagal miesto poreikius.

Description

The transformation project of Gargzdai’'s Municipality and Market Squares aims to balance
the city’s historical heritage with the needs of contemporary urban life. The architectural
concept is based on respect for the existing natural environment and historical identity—
preserved valuable trees serve as the foundation for creating green recreational areas,
naturally integrating elements of active leisure and small-scale architecture.

The Municipality Square is being redesigned into a multifunctional public space that
combines representational purposes with community life. An interactive fountain is planned,
which will serve not only aesthetic and recreational functions but also become an important
city symbol, especially during the summer season. The space will also feature areas for
artistic installations and seasonal compositions, encouraging cultural expression and
strengthening the community’s connection with the space. The Market Square will revive its
historical role as a commercial hub—a parking area is planned on the site of the former
post office building, which will be adaptable for various activities during public events and
festivals. In the northern part of the project area, the natural terrain is utilized to create a
multifunctional zone, incorporating a contemporary active recreation area and an
ergonomically designed children’s playground among the trees.

Mobility solutions focus on forming clear and safe pedestrian and cycling paths that
seamlessly blend into the city’s overall structure. Car traffic will be redirected via
surrounding streets, and the number of new parking spaces is intentionally limited to
preserve the appeal of the public space. Small-scale architectural elements carry symbolic
and interactive meaning—such as the preserved "Independence Oak" and a Baltic symbol
planned at the center of the square, which serves as the conceptual and visual axis of the
composition.

Material solutions aim to harmoniously integrate historical and modern elements. Existing
greenery is emphasized, while new zones are shaped using retaining walls that help
structure the space and maintain visual coherence with the natural terrain. Lighting is
integrated as both a functional and aesthetic feature—highlighting symbolic elements and
ensuring safety throughout the public areas and pathways.

The project is grounded in environmental, social, and economic sustainability. It protects
the natural environment, promotes community activities and cultural expression, and
ensures that multifunctional spaces can be used flexibly and efficiently according to the
city’s evolving needs.
